Miercoles de Ceniza 
Cuaresma 

 

La Cuaresma es el tiempo privilegiado de la peregrinación interior 
hacia Aquel que es la fuente de la misericordia. Es una peregrina-
ción en la que Él mismo nos acompaña a través del desierto de 
nuestra probeza, sosteniéndonos en el camino hacia la alegría 
intensa de la Pascua. Incluso en el “valle oscuro” del que habla el 
salmista (Sal 23:4), mientras el tentador nos mueve a desesperar-
nos o a confiar de manera ilusoria en nuestra propias fuerzas, Dios 
nos aguarda y nos sostiene. 
 
Convertíos y creed en Evangelio. Estas palabras constituyen, 
en cierto modo, el compendio de toda vida cristiana. Al reino anun-
ciado por Cristo se puede llegar solamente por la íntima y total 
transformación y renovación de todo el hombre: de todo su sentir, 
juzgar y actuar (Paulo VI).

Debemos superar la tentación y para ello hemos de mirarnos en el 
ejemplo de Jesús. 
 

Cristo vence al diablo apelando a la Palabra de Dios, que es el 
origen de la fe. Nuestra victoria se obtiene, por tanto, recurriendo a 
la actitud sincera de la fe en Dios. 
 

San Lucas nos dice que el diablo se alejó de él hasta otra oca-
sión. Esta ocasión será la pasión, el gran intento de la fuerza del 
mal por destruir el camino de Mesías. Pero el Mesías, tanto ahora 
como en la pasión permanecerá firme en su camino de fidelidad.
